A mercury gas service regulator is the mechanism used to control the flow of natural gas from
the gas service delivery line into a building.

As per the requirements of the law, you are hereby notified that Washington Gas Light
Company (“Washington Gas”) has been on our property and has notified us that all
indoor mercury gas service regulators have been replaced within the last 30 days.
