Support Airmen and enhance the Air Force mission by relieving emergency financial distress, helping the dependents
of Airmen achieve their educational goals, and improving the quality of life for Airmen and their families through
proactive and special programs. The AFAS Falcon Loan program is a streamlined application process to provide
Airmen with expedited, no-interest loans up to $1,500 for specific financial emergencies. AFAS Standard Assistance
may be in the form of a no-interest loan or grant. The purpose is to help Airmen stabilize emergency situations to
better focus on the Air Force mission. Q-Coded EFMP Families of Active duty service members, Active Guard
Reserve (AGR), Guard/Reserve on Full-Time orders, and Traditional Guard/Reserve on long-term orders can receive
up to $3,000 per EFMP-enrolled family member over a 5-year period for adaptive equipment, assistive technology
devices, specialized activity fees (including siblings), or membership fees for organizations that provide special needs
services. AFAS helps Air Force families offset the cost of college education. They provide educational grants,
scholarships and loans to the dependent children and spouses of active duty and retired Air Force members.

Emergency financial relief often covers expenses such as: utility bills (gas, electric, water, cable, internet, and phone
service), car payments and repair costs, mortgage and rent payments, groceries, baby formula, and household
supplies, school supplies and clothing, and medical bills. Exclusively assist U.S. servicemen and women who have
been severely injured while serving in Operation Iraqi Freedom, Operation Enduring Freedom, Operation New Dawn
or in support of those operations in a hostile environment. To be eligible for emergency financial relief or other forms
of aid, applicants must meet the following minimum requirements:
e An injury sustained during combat in Operation Iragi Freedom, Operation Enduring Freedom, Operation New
Dawn or in support of those operations in a hostile environment;
e Adisability rating assigned by the Department of Defense or the Department of Veterans Affairs of 30 percent
or greater from a single, sustained injury;

e Currently experiencing severe financial hardship;

e Completion of a Coalition to Salute America's Heroes aid application and timely submission supporting
documentation as requested; and

e Completion of a phone interview with a Coalition to Salute America's Heroes case manager.

The Foundation awards two types of grants: initial
grants and follow-on grants.

Initial Grants for Wounded Warriors: A $3,000 grant is issued to provide immediate financial support to newly
combat-injured EOD personnel and their families when they return stateside for treatment. The grants are often used

Unmet Needs assists with any expenses that are classified as “basic life needs”, which includes, but is not
limited to the following: housing expenses such as mortgage, rent, repairs, insurance, vehicle expenses such as
payments, repairs, insurance, utilities and primary phone, food and incidentals, children’s clothing, diapers, formula,
necessary school or childcare expenses, and medical bills, prescriptions and eyeglasses — the patient’s portion for
necessary or emergency medical care only.

As of March 2024, the trust fund is currently not taking applications. MDVA anticipates resuming normal
operations later this summer 2024 and will notify the veteran community on their website and via their
newsletter.

Legislation establishing the Maryland Veterans Trust Fund was passed during the 2009 Session of the Maryland
General Assembly and signed into law on May 19th, 2009. In 2013, the legislation was amended and the Trust is
now a 501(c)(3) fund. The legislation authorizes the Maryland Department of Veterans Affairs to receive donations,
and then make grants and loans to veterans and their family members who are in dire financial situations, or to
private organizations that help veterans (homeless programs, substance abuse programs, etc.). The Trust Fund
gives citizens, businesses, and other organizations a way to express their support to veteran causes through their
donations and contributions.

Applications for grants/loans from the Trust Fund are reviewed by the Maryland Trust Fund Review Committee, which
consists of the Deputy Secretary, MDVA Directors, and representatives from the Maryland Veterans Commission and
the Maryland Veterans Home Commission. Recommendations are made to the Secretary or designee, who makes
the final decision on whether or not an application is approved.
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
