Leggett Seeks Applicants for Agricultural Preservation Advisory Board

County Executive Isiah Leggett is seeking applicants to fill one non-farmer vacancy on the
Agricultural Preservation Advisory Board.

The five-member board advises the County Executive and County Council on the status of
agriculturatl districts and promotes preservation of agriculture.
