Background 

1. 	 Pursuant to Section 59-H-5.1 of the Zoning Ordinance, the Hearing Examiner is required 
to forward to the District Council a 'Nfitten report and recommendation within 45 days 
after the closing of the record on any local map amendment application unless such time 
is extended by the District CounciL 

2. 	 The time for the issuance of the Hearing Examiner's report in LMA G-864 expired on 
June 25,2010. 

3. 	 The Hearing Examiner originally assigned to case G-864 has been appointed Chair of the 
Planning Board and assumed that position on June 28, 2010. She was not able to 
complete her report on G-864 before leaving her position as Hearing Examiner. 
Accordingly, the Hearing Examiners have requested an extension oftime until September 
15, 2010 for the submission of the report in this case, to give a new Hearing Examiner 
time to become familiar with the record and prepare a Report and Recommendation for 
the District Council.
