Tract 705602 is located on the Southern edge of Montgomery County in Bethesda and shares a border with the District. It contains the GEICO headquarters and the Friendship Heights Metro station.  While it is considered a hard-to-count tract, it is one of the easiest among the hard-to-count tracts, and none of the adjacent tracts are hard-to-count. 

This tract has a population of 

3,234, or about .4% of the County.  Most of the residents are White, Non-Hispanic (78%), while just 7% are Hispanic/Latino, 3.6% are Black/African American, and 8.7% are Asian or Pacific Islander.  About 30% of residents within the tract are foreign born, with 42% coming from Asia, about 24% from Latin America, 22% from Europe, and 10% from Africa. Additionally, more than a quarter of the residents in this tract are over age 65.

A very small percentage of the population lives below the poverty line (5.7%) and most of the residents over the age of 25 have a high school education (95%). The Census Bureau may have designated this tract as hard-to-count because of its large number of housing units that are not a single unit (86.8%), the high number of housing structures with 10 or more units in a structure (86.8%), and the number of households that are not husband/wife families (70.8%). 

There are few key buildings within this tract; there are no public facilities or schools, just a handful of nonprofits, and only one place of worship.
