Dear Messrs. Leggett and Andrews:

We are writing to oppose Bill 17-09, which would allow Silver Spring parking lot district (PLD)
revenues to be used to pay for bus service across the county. While we share council members'
interest in finding creative ways to avoid cuts in bus service, we have serious concerns about this
legislation.

We believe that:

. The use ofPLD subsidies for bus lines would negatively impact the Silver Spring urban
district budget, which we need for security and maintenance. The urban district receives
most of its funding through the PLD, and is critical to keeping our downtown area clean and
safe.

. Redistributing PLD funds could reduce funding for other worthy programs, including the
VanGo buses that circulate around Silver Spring and the Transportation Management
District's Fair Share Program.

. The bill could imperil funding for important PLD activities - such as improving parking in
our business district and repairing our currently-condemned parking facilities.

. This bill would unfairly allow use of funds from the Silver Spring parking lot district to fund
bus lines that serve entirely other areas of the county.

We value public transportation as a critical part of our infrastructure, but do not believe that this bill
is the right way to fund it. For these reasons, we recommend against adoption of the bill. Thank
you very much for considering our opinion.
