Volunteer Recruiters Needed 
 

We’re seeking 30 volunteers to work with our recruitment and outreach staff at 
community events held throughout the county, beginning in August. The positions 

involve talking to citizens about volunteering to serve as election workers and voting in 
Montgomery County; including voter registration and early voting. This is an unpaid 

volunteer activity and is separate from serving as an election worker. 
  

To qualify, you must: 
 

 Be a registered voter in Maryland 
 Have served as an Election Worker in Montgomery County  

 Be able to read, write and speak the English language fluently; bilingual 
speakers in Chinese, French, Korean and Spanish are specially needed 

 Be able to positively interact with large numbers of people at events 

 Be able to stand for an extended period in various environments 
(indoors/outdoors) 

 Be able to describe the activities and duties of election workers (training 
provided) 

 Have your own transportation to and from events throughout the county 
 

Time Commitment: 
 

We attend community events year round on weekdays, in the evenings and on 
weekends. Events range from two to eight hours in duration. Our goal is to match 

your availability to our needs for each event. 
 

Training: 
 

Each volunteer must attend and complete a two hour training class held at the 

BOE Office in Gaithersburg; training includes information on the Election Worker 
Program, BOE policies and procedures for conducting public outreach and the 

State of Maryland Voter Registrar training.
