Shelter Check List for Screening Homeless Individuals for Tuberculosis 

Tuberculosis: Tuberculosis (TB) is a common, highly contagious bacterial infection that without treatment can be fatal and with early detection and treatment is curable.  People who are homeless are at greater risk of contracting TB and spreading to others because of their lifestyle and lack of access to healthcare.  
All persons seeking shelter (emergency or transitional) in Montgomery County are required to be screened for TB and tested, if indicated, on every admission to any shelter in Montgomery County. 
Please take the following steps to ensure all clients on every admission are properly screened for TB
1. Check Service Point to see if client has had a previous TB Test

2. If client has had a previous test and the results are negative in Service Point, complete the TB Symptom Check List and enter in results in Service Point. 

a. Remember if the client answers “Yes” to question 1 (has a cough for more than 3 weeks) and “Yes” any other question refer to Dennis Ave. Complete TB Referral form and call an appointment

3. If client has had a previous TB test and the results were recorded positive in Service Point refer the client to Dennis Ave. for TB Screening. Complete TB Referral form and call for an appointment.
4. If the client has documentation of a previous with him on admission and the results are negative on agency letter head and signed by a health care provider, complete the TB Symptom Check List and enter the results of both the TB test and Symptom Check List.

5. If client does not have a TB results entered in ServicePoint refer the client to Dennis Ave. for screening.  Complete referral form and call for an appointment. 
6. After 5 days Check Service Point for test results, print results and place in client record.
