Key Topics

1.  In the 5 Hospitality Zones:  Bethesda, Rockville, Silver Spring, Wheaton and Germantown  

· How do transportation options differ in these zones?

2. Determine the current status of these key transportation areas:

· Nighttime Bus and Metro Service

· Safe Rides/DUI prevention 

· Taxi Stands/availability

· Parking Garage Availability & Safety

3.  Assess areas of opportunity or gaps in service for each key transportation area; of these key areas which one has the potential to most positively influence the nighttime economy? What changes can we suggest to fill in areas of opportunity?

4. How can impaired driving and disorderly conduct be addressed through multiple transportation options?
5. How can we offset the cost associated with any recommended changes?
Work Plan

The Transportation committee will determine the current status of key transportation areas and identify needs in these areas. The meetings will include research from committee members, a 10 – 15 minute presentation from a subject matter expert, general discussion and community input. After each meeting the committee will update the work plan with answers to key questions, define future action items and set a specific timeline for recommendations.
