Key Topics

1. What housing options currently exist or are planned to be developed in the urban centers of the County?
2. What are other jurisdictions in the region doing to address this housing affordability issue?

3. Are there regulatory burdens that constrain the availability of affordable housing?

4. How do the County’s Urban Districts and Bethesda Urban Partnership deal with the impacts of the nighttime economy?

5. What are the responsibilities of private businesses to control and mitigate the impacts associated with nighttime activities?

6. How should communications with the broader community be facilitated to understand expectations and address concerns?

Work Plan

The Quality of Life Committee will devote one meeting to each of the Key Topics in an effort to address the Main Issues. The meetings will be structured to include time to hear from experts, engage in discussion and allow for community input.

July: meeting with Montgomery County’s Department of Housing and Community Affairs

August: meeting with affordable housing advocates and developers
