DESCRIPTION

The County maintaing approximalely 874 lane miles of primary and arierial roadways. This project provides for the systematic milling, repair and bituminous
concrete resurfacing of selecled primary and arterial roads and revitalization of others. This project inciudes the Main Street Monigomery Program and
pravides for a systematic, full-service, and coordinated revitalization of the primary and acerial road infrastructure lo ensure viability of the prdmary
transportation network, and enhance safety and éase of use for all users. A portion of the work will be performed by the County's in-house paving crew.

Mileage of primary/arieriai roads has been adjusted 1o conform with the inventary maintained by the Stéite Highway Administration. This inventory is updated
annyally,

COST CHANGE _

JUSTIFICATION

Primary and Arerial roadways provide transport support for tans of thousands of trips each day. Primary and arterial roads connect diverse origing and
destinations thet include commercial, retail, industriat, residential, places of worship, recreation, and community faciliies. The repair of the Caunty's primary
and arterial readway Infrastructure is critical to mobillity throughout the County. in addition, the stafe of disrapair of the prirnary and arterial roadway System
causes travel delays, increased traffic congestion, and compromises the safety and ease of travel along all primary and arterial roads. including pedestrians
and bicyclists. Well maintained road surfaces increases. safety and assist in the relief of trafiic congestion.

The March 2006, "Report of tha Infrastructure Maintenance Task Forge,” identified an annyal resurfacing program level of effort based an a 12 year resurfacing
frequency.
OTHER
One aspect of this project will focus on improving pedestrian mability by creating a safer walking enviroriment, utifizing sefecied engineering tachnologies, and
ensuring ADA compliance. Several existing CIP and operating funding sources will ba focused in support of the Main Street Montgomery campaign. The
design and planning stages, as well as final completion of the project will comply the Depariment of Transportation (DOT), Maryland State Highway
Administration (MSHA), Manual on. Uniform Traffic Confrol Devices (MUTCD), Amarican Association of State Highway Officials (AASHTQ), and Americans with
Disabilities Act (ADA) standards.
