PROJECT JUSTIFICATION

Staff ingpection and condition surveys by County ingpectors and consultantsindicate that facilitiesin the Bethesda Parking Lot
Digtrict (PLD) arein need of rehabilitation and repair work. Not performing this restoration work within the time and scope specified
may result in serious structurd integrity problemsto the subject parking facilities aswell as possible public safety hazards.

OTHER

Major sub-projectswithin this ongoing effort are asfollows:

e Gaage47 Waverly Avenuere-decking of entirefacility. Mgor corrosion and deterioration will require closing down thisgarage if
remedia work isnot accomplished. This project is estimated to cost $6.5 million dollars and work will be performed in
FY 19-22. It isurgent to have this completed prior to the Marriott and JBG headquarters moves to Bethesda and the mgjor
redevelopment of the Bethesda Police Digtrict Property with ahotel, office, and residential component.
