PROJECT DESCRIPTION

Thisproject providesfor the design, land acquisition, and construction of an approximate 400-foot segment of Seminary Road between
the Brookville Road/Seminary Place and Linden Lane/Second Avenueintersections on anew dignment; recongtruction of 650 feet of
Seminary Place from Seminary Road to 450 feet east of Riley Place with averticd dignment revision at Riley Place; increasing the
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Linden Lane curb lane widths aong the 250 foot section between Brookville Road and Second Avenueto provide two 15-foot
shared-use lanes to accommodate bicyclists; and recongtruction of the 250 foot segment of Brookville Road between Linden Lane and
Seminary Road. Seminary Road will be a closed-section roadway with two 15-foot shared-use lanes, sdewaks, and will have auxiliary
turn lanes a the Brookville Road/Seminary Place and Linden Lane/Second Avenueintersections. Seminary Placewill be aclosed section
roadway with two 15-foot shared-use lanes and asidewak aong the northern side. Brookville Road will be a cl osed-section roadway
with one southbound 16-foot shared-use lane, sdewalks, and a parking lane on the western side. The project amenitiesinclude street
lights, landscaping, and stormwater management.

CAPACITY

The Seminary Road Average Daily Traffic (ADT) volumefor year 2007 was 11,300.

ESTIMATED SCHEDULE

Fina design began in Summer 2015. Congtruction will start in FY 20 and be complete by FY 21. Siteimprovementsand utilities will
occur in FY 19 and FY 20. The project schedule has been coordinated with nearby Purple Linework.

PROJECT JUSTIFICATION

This project will smplify vehicle movements and improve traffic congestion by diminating the Seminary Road "sweep" between
Brookville Road and Second Avenue. In addition, pedestrian and bicyclist safety will beimproved. The proposed Seminary Place
verticd dignment revision at Riley Placewill increase intersection sight distance. Reconstruction of the segment of Seminary Road
intersections between Brookville Road and Second Avenue is recommended in the 2000 North and West Silver Spring Master Plan and

the 2005 Countywide Bikeways Functional Magter Plan. The Facility Planning - Phase | and Phsae Il studies were completed in FY 09
and FY 11 respectively.
