PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The County maintains approximately 991 lane-miles of primary and arterial roadways. This project provides for the systematic
milling, pavement repair, and bituminous concrete resurfacing of selected primary and arterid roads and revitdization of others. This
project providesfor asystematic, full-service, and coordinated revitdization of the primary and arterid road infrastructure to ensure
viahility of the primary trangportation network, and enhance safety and ease of usefor dl users. Mileage of primary/arteria roads has
been adjusted to conform with the inventory maintained by the State Highway Administration; thisinventory is updated annudly.

COST CHANGE

Cost increase due to the addition of FY 27 and FY 28 to thisongoing leve of effort project.
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PROJECT JUSTIFICATION

Primary and arterid roadways provide transport support for tens of thousands of trips each day. Primary and arterid roads connect
diverse origins and destinations that include commercid, retail, industrid, residentid, places of worship, recreetion, and community
fecilities. Therepair of the County's primary and arterid roadway infrastructureis critica to mobility throughout the County. In
addition, the state of disrepair of the primary and arteria roadway system causestravel delays, increased traffic congestion, and
compromises the sefety and ease of travel dong al primary and arterid roadsfor drivers, pedestrians, and bicydists. Well maintained
road surfacesincrease safety and assist in the rdlief of traffic congestion. In FY 09, the Department of Transportation indtituted a
contemporary pavement management system. This system provides for systematic physica condition surveys and subsequent ratings
of dl primary/arteria pavements aswell as calculating the rating hedlth of the primary roadway network asawhole. Physica condition
ingpections of the pavements will occur on atwo-to-three year cycle. The physica condition surveys note the type, level, and extent
of primary/arterid pavement deterioration combined with average daily traffic and other usage characteritics. Thisinformation is used
to calculate specific pavement ratings, types of repair strategies needed, and associated repair codts, aswell asthe overadl Pavement
Condition Index (PCI) of the entire primary/arterial network. The system also provides for budget optimization and recommends
annud budgetsfor asystematic approach to maintaining a hedlthy primary/arterial pavement inventory.

OTHER

One aspect of this project will focus on improving pedestrian mohility by cregting asafer walking and biking environment, utilizing
sdected engineering technol ogies, and ensuring Americans with Disahilities Act (ADA) compliance. The design and planning Stages, as
well asfinal completion of the project will comply with the Department of Transportation (DOT), Maryland State Highway
Adminigration (MSHA), Manua on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD), American Association of State Highway Officids
(AASHTO), and ADA standards.

FISCAL NOTE

$14.6 million isthe annua requirement to achieve a Countywide Pavement Condition Index for Primary/Arterid roads.

A pedestrian impact analysis has been completed for this project. Expenditures will continue indefinitely.
