C. Senerios

1. CPR Scenario

            You are called for a diabetic and instructed that the caller will meet you in the parking lot of the       dispatched location.  You arrive to find a female who states that you need to follow her, that her boyfriend is in a    “diabetic coma”.  The woman tells you follow her to where he is, she drives to the end of the road and along some railroad tracks where your unit will not fit.   You load up the cot, and follow on foot to an open field. You cross the field to the wood line where a group of boys playing paint ball tell you they know where you are going and one of the boys states that he “did not feel a pulse”. 
You walk into the woods following the caller and arrive where they are living/camping in the woods and find your patient pulseless and apnic  in a tent where he has been for an unknown amount of time.  

The tent is approximately ½ mile from your unit, how will you handle this situation?  What are your thoughts and/or concerns from the initial point of contact with the caller?  Do you initiate CPR?  Why or why not?

2. PIC Scenario

You are called to a PIC in a parking lot where a driver has crashed at a low speed into a pole.  The crash did cause airbag deployment where her 7 year old was belted in the front seat and received facial injuries.  He had no LOC but does have a significant swelling to his right eye.  How do you treat and where do you transport this patient and why.
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
