EXHIBITS

Beall-Dawson House
January 2007 saw the conclusion of our
"ClllJdhood" display in the Beall-Dawson
House, which was followed by an exhibit
on the Gold Mines of Montgomery
County, guest:,-urated by local expert
Walter Goetz. Over the SUlmner we
displayed a number of the fabulous 1920s
dresses from our textile collection, adding
some color and glam to the parlor. In
the fall, gold mines and flapper gowns
went away, replaced by an exhibit on
"T¥lllter Pastimes': This show lasted
(naturally enough) throughout the winter,
and was complemented by the holiday
decorating theme for the house,
"Christmas III MJillature."

Waters House History Center
Over the past year, four new exhibitions
were featured in the Waters House
galleries. The summer 2007 exhibit, ''As
dle Mill TiViJeeJ Tums/' was organized by
historian Michael Dwyer and MCHS. It
featured detailed maps of the mallY
historical mill sites created by Irv Billick.



The King Bam Dairy Mooseum
sponsored an exhibit from September
until November 2007 providing
information about families involved in,
and artifacts related to, the county's dairy
farming industry in the
twentieth century.

"Germantown" at dJe U;;7ter.s House History Cent",

The MCHS exhibit" Germantown"
looked at the history of the local
COIllll1UlIity from its early settlement by
German iIllllugrants in the 1800s,
through its agricultural heyday in
producing wheat and dairy products, to
its current role as the center of rapid
suburban growth in the 1-270 technology
corridor. To complement the exhibit, an
orallIistory program was organized by
MCHS and held at the Waters House in
March 2008. The program featured
long-time Germantown residents Jean
Phillips, Doris Hackey, and Don
Unglesby, and was moderated by
lIistorian Cindy Pfanstiehl.

The "Family Bibles: Keepsake &
Testament"exlIibit opened in April
2008, and included 38 antique bibles and
religious books from the Historical
Society's collection. While examining
general currents of religious We and the
history of bible publislung in the lJIIited
States in the 19th century, the exhibit also
offered detailed information from bible,
church, and other lIistorical records
about the early Montgomery County
families who used/owned the bibles.

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COLLECTIONS

The 20"' century textile collection was
enhanced tlllS past year by a number of
donations, including matemiLy clothes,
several prom dresses, and four wedding
gowns (widl accessories, even better), all
worn by Montgomery County women.
Otller highlights include a pair of
bronzed baby shoes from Rockville; a
cardboard cheerleading megaphone,
used at Bee High School in dle early
1930s; a plumb bob used in surveying for
the future 1-270, in the 1940s; a glass
voting box used in Takoma Park; Girl
Scout cc'..mping equipment from a local
troop; a collection of local political
bumperstickers from the mid 20"'
century; and a horseshoe, found during
tlle construction of tlle new Richard
Montgomery High School building,
which is most likely a relllilant of the old
Rockville Fair. We thank tlle donors of
tllese items and of all dle otller wonderful
things we've received, too numerous to
mention here.
