The County Council for Montgomery County, Maryland approves the following Act:
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EMERGENCY BiLL No. 2-00

Section 1. Sections 1A-104.2-43. and 5-101 of the County Code [[is]] are

amended as follows:

1A-104.

Heads of departments and principal offices; other positions
designated as non-merit.

Names. The head of a department or principal office is called the
Director of the department or principal office, except that:

(1) the Director of Police is also called the Chief of Police; and

'(2) the Director of the Office of the County Attorney is called the

County Attorney.

Qualifications.

(1) Each head of a department or principal office should be
professionally qualified.

(2) A person holding any other position in the Executive Branch
designated by law as a non-merit position must be professionally
qualified for the position under a position description established
by regulation under method (1).

[[Q) An Assistant Chief of Police must meet anv additiona]
analifications reanired under Section 2-43 ]]

Status. Heads of departments and principal ofﬁces,. and holders of any

other pbsition in the Executive Branch designated by law as a non-merit

position, are County employees but are not merit system employees.

Snecial reinstatement rule. A nerson who was a merit svstem emnlovee
of the Police Denartment when annninted as an Assistant Chief of
Palice mav returmn to the merit svstem in the Denartment at the same
rank that the nercon last held in the merit svstem  The nerson must elect
to return to the merit svstem within 10 davs after leaving the Assistant

Chief nosition. hbv notifving the Chief Administrative Officer in writing.

If the nrevious rank was abolished. the nerson must be aggigmed to the
closest equivalenr rank. and must receive the calarv and henefitg that
would annlv if the nerson had remained in the merit svstem at the

nrevious rank and the rank <till existed,

2-43. [County police;] Organization and functions[; superintendent].

The Department of Police includes the County police and the Division of
Animal Control and Humane Treatment. The Department has the authority,
functions, and activities prescribed by law.

[The position of the director of the Division of Animal Control and Humane
Treatment is a non-merit position. ]

Three nositions of Assistant Chief of Police are non-merit nositions.
[[Whenever all three nositions are filled. at least one Assistant Chief must have at
least 5 vears of exnerience as a swom officer in the Denartment ]}

Any reference in this Code or in [[rules, regulations, or orders]] resulation or
other document to “superintendent of police” or “superintendent” means “Director of
Police” or “Director”, respectively.

5-101. Definitions.
In this Chapter, the following words and phrases have the following meanings:

Animal control officer: The Director of the Division [[acting under the

immediate direction of the Director of the Department of Police]], or the Division

Director's designee.

Sec. 2. The Chief Administrative Officer must aholish the fnllowing

occunational classes on the date that the Countv Council confirms the third Assistant

Chief of Police:

(a) nolice lieutenant colonel: and

Until the classes are aholished. the Chief of Police must not annoint anv other nerson
to a nosition in these classes

Sec. 3. An emnlovee of the Denartment of Police must not renresent the
Denartment or the Countv as an attornev in anv administrative. anasi-indicial. or
indicial nroceeding

Sec. 4. Emergency Effective Date,

The Council declares that an emereencv exists and that this legislation is

necessarv for the immediate nrotection of the nublic health and safetv. This Act

takes effect on the date on which it becomes law.
