            
ENERGY ASSISTANCE APPLICANTS

You must submit a COPY of the following documents with your application.

YOUR APPLICATION CANNOT BE PROCESSED WITHOUT THESE DOCUMENTS!

· Copy of Proof of Identity (Photo identification preferred i.e.: driver’s license, picture ID card, passport, or alien registration).
· Copy of Proof of Citizenship, or registered resident (alien) status for ALL household members.
· Social Security cards for ALL household members.
· Completed Living Arrangement Form, if a renter.  Mortgage invoice or tax bill, if a homeowner.
· Completed  Sources of Income Form (Mandatory)
· Proof of GROSS MONTHLY INCOME for the LAST 30 DAYS. This information must be provided for everyone living in the household who is age 18 or older. Acceptable documentation includes:
· Paycheck stubs with Employee and Employer name, Pay Period Ending, Pay Date, and Social Security number printed on Pay Stubs.
· Current Benefit Award Letter:  Social Security, SSI, Unemployment Insurance, Veterans Administration, Child Support, TCA, TEMHA, and Worker’s Compensation.
· Retirement/Pension Letter OR check stub.
· If you are SELF EMPLOYED you must submit a completed copy of the Self-Employed Worksheet, along with copies of income statements and expense receipts for the LAST 30 DAYS. If you are self-employed, you may be scheduled for an interview.
· Copy of entire electric bill for Electric Universal Service Program. THE BILL “MUST” BE IN THE APPLICANT’S NAME.

· Copy of bill from HEATING fuel supplier. (Electric, Gas, Propane, Oil, Coal, Wood)

· The MEAP grant and the EUSP bill payment assistance are “ONE TIME PAYMENTS PER PROGRAM YEAR” (Starts July 1).
· It is “YOUR” responsibility to make payment arrangements with your utility/fuel company if your account is past due. You should CONTINUE TO MAKE PAYMENTS ON YOUR ACCOUNT while your MEAP and EUSP application is being processed.
· If you are eligible for any assistance grant:
1. The amount of your grant is based on your household/family size, fuel type, and income level, with the exception of eligible subsidized  housing residents who receive a minimum benefits amount.
2. You may be eligible for Weatherization Assistance.
3. You can protect yourself from utility cut-offs and enter into a year-round payment plan with your utility company through the Utility Services Protection Program (USPP).  
TO BE ELIGIBLE FOR BILL PAYMENT ASSISTANCE UNDER THE ELECTRIC UNIVERSAL SERVICE PROGRAM (EUSP) YOU MUST  PARTICIPATE IN BUDGET BILLING.

NOTE:  SUBSIDIZED HOUSING RESIDENTS WHOSE HEATING COST IS INCLUDED IN THE RENT ARE NOT ELIGIBLE FOR A MEAP GRANT BUT MAY BE ELIGIBLE FOR EUSP IF YOU HAVE AN ELECTRIC BILL IN YOUR NAME.
