There were 79 gang related incidents reported in the 3rd quarter of 2008. This is a 44% decrease from the 142 incidents reported in the 2nd quarter of 2008.  Overall reported gang incidents in 2008 (Year to Date) increased 29% (350 incidents compared to 272 incidents) when compared to the same time last year. The year to date comparison also shows a significant increase in Gang related Auto Thefts, Burglaries, CDS violations, Disorderly Conduct, Robberies, Threats and Trespassing in 2008. Decreases were observed in Assaults and Graffiti offenses. *
