1st Quarter 2009 Gang Report

There were 76 criminal incidents reported in the 1st quarter of 2009, which is identical to the previous quarter.  While the totals remain the same, there were small variances within criminal activity types.  In addition, the number of incidents reported during the 1st quarter of 2009 is a 40% decrease from the 126 incidents reported in the 1st quarter of 2008.  These totals are based on Crime Intelligence data that are strictly gang related criminal incidents. This does not include non-criminal police information, or field interviews.
