2nd Quarter 2009 Gang Report

There were 66 criminal incidents reported in the 2nd quarter of 2009 that were either classified as gang related or gang motivated.  In the table below, incidents are broken down for the 2nd Quarter 2009 for those that were gang related versus gang motivated.  Crimes that were gang related are committed by an individual who is a gang member or an associate.  Crimes that were gang motivated are crimes committed to benefit the gang, gang status or for financial gain in furtherance of the gang.  
Assaults comprised 45.2% of gang motivated crimes (14 incidents), followed by vandalism/graffiti which were 41.9% of gang motivated crimes (13 incidents).  There were a cumulative total of 10 robberies during this time period that were gang related or gang motivated.  Due to the type and number robberies county-wide, it is believed that the gang component often goes unidentified and that it is likely that more reported robberies are gang related.

Comparison between Quarters:

The totals below are based on intelligence data of criminal incidents that are strictly gang related or gang motivated; gang membership alone does not qualify.  This report does not include non-criminal police information, or field interviews.  These totals reflect only incidents in which a gang officer was notified and/or determined the incident to have a gang component; which could be crimes by a gang member or an associate, gang on gang crime or crime in furtherance of the gang.
The following comparison table displays the type and number of incidents reported for the 2nd quarter of 2008 and the  2nd and1st quarter of 2009.  During the 2nd quarterly report, overall there were 20 fewer incidents (66 incidents) or a 23.3% decrease in reported incidents from the previous quarter in 2009 (86 incidents).  In comparison, the totals for this quarter are down by 54.2% from the same reporting period last year (144 incidents).
