Disposition of Space in New Silver Spring Library to Levine Music

Background 

On January 12,2016 the Council introduced a resolution to approve the Executive's 
Declaration of No Further Need for approximately 9,000 square feet of the 2nd floor of the new 
Silver Spring Library (©1-2). If approved" the Executive will enter into a lease with Levine 
Music for music education and performance space. 

As required by the property disposition process, the Council was sent the material terms 
for this proposed long-term lease on November 20,2015 (©4-5). On January 5, 2016, the 
Executive forwarded Executive Regulation 189-15, Disposition of Silver Spring Library 2nd 

Floor, 900 Wayne Avenue, Silver Spring, Maryland. This is the Executive's Declaration ofNo 
Further Need (©6-8). 

• The Executive is proposing disposing ofabout 9,000 square feet of space. 
• The lease will have a 10-year initial term with two 5-year renewals. 
• Levine Music will build-out the space at a cost of about $500,000. 
• Levine Music will pay a pro-rata share of utilities and operating expenses. 



• 	 Levine Music is responsible for signage, internal security for its space, and the cost of 
parking in the County garage. 

• 	 Levine Music will offer performances and events that are coordinated with library 
servIces. 

• 	 The Executive requests the Council waive the requirement for a full-market transaction. 

The November 20,2015 memo noted that this will be the second Montgomery County 
location for Levine Music and that it will allow it to benefit from the Arts and Entertainment 
District assets that the Silver Spring area provides. 

This disposition is for the approximately 9,000 square feet on the second floor. It does 
not dispose of the 2,970 square feet of available space on the basement floor or the 3,939 square 
feet of space available on the ground floor. 

Request for Proposal 

Levine Music was selected from responses received to a 2015 Request for Proposals 
(RFP). The RFP sought proposals from organizations wanting to use all or part of the space in 
the library that was intended for arts, cultural, and education programming. The RFP included 
four objectives: 

1. 	 Contribute to the mission of the Montgomery County Public Libraries, creating a synergy 
that enhances the enjoyment and use of the Silver Spring Library. 

2. 	 Enhance and strengthen a cultural destination space in the Silver Spring Central Business 
District. 

3. 	 Provide cultural and educational opportunities to the residents ofMontgomery County 
and enhance the quality of life in the County. 

4. 	 Contribute to the development of cultural opportunities in Montgomery County by 
making available public space for studios, public exhibitions, education, and/or 
development of creative partnerships. 

An organization responding must be: 

1. 	 Locally or nationally recognized as a professionally managed and an effective 

organization; 


2. 	 An established organization with a proven track record at fundraising; 
3. 	 Financially viable; and must have 
4. 	 Developed programs with a wide range of different activities. 

Additional Information 

Council staff requested clarification on the following issues related to the material terms. 
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1) 	 How will the utility and operating costs increase/decrease as County costs change? 


DGS Response: The costs will be escalated year-to-year, beginning in the 5th lease year. 

Utilities will be based on estimated usage and subject to a cap of 1.9% per year. Operating Costs 

will be a fixed increase of two percent (2%). 


2) 	 Are there any requirements for sound-proofmg in the build-out of the space to be used by 
Levine Music? 

DGS Response: While there is no lease requirement, Levine Music will include sound-proofing 
as a part of their build-out. The County will approve their contractors and plans. 

3) 	 What are the specifics of the renewal option? 

DGS Response: The tenant may renew for two additional five (5) year terms, provided they are 
not in default and meeting written notice requirements. 

4) 	 Must any of the performances be offered free of charge as a part of the lease agreement? 

DGS Response: Not as a part of the lease agreement. However, Levine Music does offer free 
and subsidized programming as a matter of practice. 

Representatives from Levine Music will provide the joint Committee additional 
information regarding the construction plans (including how soundproofing will make sure that 
there is not interference with Library programming) and an overview of the type of programming 
they plan to provide. 

Council staff recommendation 

Council staff recommends approval. The space is not needed by the County for other 
purposes during the proposed lease period and was built to house arts and cultural activities that 
support the library's programs. Levine Music's plans are responsive to the requirements of the 
RFP. The Executive has asked the Council to waive the full market value requirement as the 
lease agreement is not based on a fair market rent. 

The Council will hold a public hearing on this disposition on Tuesday, 
February 2, 2016 at 1 :30 p.m. and is scheduled to take action following the hearing. Any 
Council staff or joint Committee recommendation may be amended based on information 
received at the public hearing.

Background 

1. 	 Montgomery County Code § IIB-45 requires the Council to approve a Declaration of No 
Further Need before the Executive can dispose of real property that has more than nominal 
value. Prior to seeking Council approval of a Declaration of No Further Need, the 
Executive must: 
(a) 	 submit all material terms of the proposed disposition and any appraisal the 

Executive relied on in setting the property's market value to the Council; and 
(b) 	 publish a declaration in the County Register and post a notice on the County website 

that the County has no further need for the property. 
If the Council, by resolution, approves the Executive's Declaration of No Further Need, 
the Executive may dispose ofthe property for fair market value. 

2. 	 On November 20, 2015 the Council received a memo from Greg Ossont, Deputy Director 
ofthe Department ofGeneral Services, transmitting the County Executive's recommended 
material terms for the disposition of the 2nd Floor of the new Silver Spring Library. The 
material terms include leasmg approximately 9,000 square feet of space to [the] Levine 
[School of] Music. [The] Levine [School of] Music will build-out the space and will pay 
a prorate share of utilities and operating expenses. The lease term is 10 years with an 
option for two five-year renewals. The Executive has requested the Council waive the 
requirement for a full market value transaction. 

3. 	 On January 5,2016 the Council received Executive Order 189-15, Disposition of Silver 
Spring Library 2nd Floor, 900 Wayne Avenue, Silver Spring, Maryland. This is the County 
Executive's Declaration ofNo Further Need. 



4. 	 The Government Operations and Fiscal Policy Committee and Health and Human Services 
Committee held a joint worksession on January 26,2016 and recommends ..... 

5. 	 A public hearing was held on February 2, 2016. 

Action 

The County Council for Montgomery County, Maryland approves the following 
resolution: 

The Declaration of No Further Need for the 2nd Floor of the County-owned Silver Spring 
Library located at 900 Wayne Avenue in Silver Spring, Maryland is approved and the 
property may be disposed of as described in the material terms provided to the Council on 
November 20, 2015. The County Council waives the requirement that the disposition be a 
full market value transaction.

Executive Order 189-15 - Declaration ofNo Further Need Related to 
900 Wayne Avenue, Silver Spring, Maryland aka "Silver Spring Library:" 

On November 20, 2015, the Department of General Services submitted material 
terms related to a proposed disposition of the basement, 1st and 2nd floors of the Silver Spring 
LibraIy located at 900 Wayne Avenue, Silver Spring Maryland to Council. (See November 20, 
2015 memo attached). 

This memorandum is submitted with the attached Executive Order 189-15 as my 
formal declaration that the identified County property is no longer needed for public use. 
Executive Order 189-15 was published in the December 2015 C01mty Register to give public 
notice ofmy intent to proceed with the disposition through leasing ofthe basement, 1st and 2nd 
floors of the Silver Spring Library at 900 Wayne Avenue and indicating my intent to declare that 
portion ofthe library no longer needed for public use. There have been no public comments 
received' from the County Register advertisement. This disposition is now ready for Council 
consideration and approval.

Inc. was founded in 1976 as a nonprofit comm~tymusic school, open to anyone who wanted to leam 
about and study music,. regardless ofage, ability, means, or:financial circumstances. 'Levine cur.rem1y 

. bas four campuses in the area, one ofwhich is located in Montgomery County at the Stratlnnore. The 
proposed lease will allow Leviile to expand its services to another part ofthe County. This loca1ion will 
also allow Levine Music, Inc. to benefit :from the Arts and ~District assets that the Silver 
Spring area provides; and 

WHEREAS, the County Executive intends to approve the disposition ofthe second floor ofthe 
Silver Spring Library as leased spBce for Levine MUsic, Inc.; and
