Additional Benefits to Joining
the GET-IN Program:

The Guaranteed Ride Home Provision
makes it possible for any GET-IN
participant or carpooler (registered with
the Department of Public Works and
Transportation’s Division of Transit
Services) who needs to leave work
because of an emergency to be
reimbursed for taxi or transit fare from
their department’s petty cash.

It is available to:

❖ Any registered vanpooler
or transit rider in the GET-IN
Program.

❖ Any registered carpooler.
(Registered carpoolers are
eligible for preferential parking
and do not receive the GET-IN
$35 monthly subsidy.)

❖ Need to drive for one day?
One day temporary parking permits
are available for those eligible
employees who must drive on any
given day. A permit will be available
the afternoon before or the morning
of the day you need it at the EOB
Security Office. Limit - two temporary
permits per month.

❖ Carpools and vanpools have
preferential parking assignments
in the Executive Office Building or
Council Office Building parking
facilities.

❖ Vanpoolers may be eligible for
the Vanpool Subsidy Program.
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Receive A Subsidy
Get $35 per month for riding public
transportation, commuter rail or
vanpooling.

Save Money
If you carpool or vanpool, share the
expense of riding when you share the
ride.

Save Time
Driving time is down time, but riding
time can be put to good use. Ride to
work and use the extra time to read,
relax, catch up on paperwork, talk, nap,
enjoy the view, or whatever you like!

What Is the GET-IN Program?
GET-IN is a special transportation
incentive program just for County
employees! It offers a $35 monthly
discount for switching from driving
alone to public transportation,
commuter rail or vanpools.

When you join, you can purchase at a
discount various Metro and commuter
rail fare media or receive a rebate of $35
to offset the cost of monthly vanpool
fees.

Who Is Eligible?
You are eligible if you are a
Montgomery County Government
employee who vanpools or rides transit
to work.
