All entries must be
received NO LATER THAN FRIDAY DECEMBER 11, 2015.

Entries submitted by the schools will be scored by the Awards Committee at the Montgomery County Dr.
Martin Luther King Jr. Commemorative Committee. The top three winners from throughout the County
will be invited to read their essays and receive an award from the Montgomery County Executive Isaiah
Leggett as part of the county-wide celebration on Monday, January 18, 2016.
