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CHRISTINE DEVAUX SENTENCED TO 13 YEARS FOR TASER ATTACK ON PREGNANT WOMAN 

John J. McCarthy, State’s Attorney for Montgomery County, announced that Christine Devaux was sentenced to 45 years of incarceration with all but 13 years suspended and 5 years probation today by the Honorable Nelson Rupp, Circuit Court, Montgomery County, Maryland. Devaux pled guilty on December 1, 2010 to one count of First Degree Assault and one count of First Degree Burglary in front of Judge Rupp, Circuit Court, Montgomery County, Maryland.

On June 4, 2010, at approximately 3:45 p.m. Lynae Mattson, arrived home to discover two trash bags laid out on the kitchen floor. Recognizing that someone was in her home, Mattson, who at this time was 35 ½ weeks pregnant, attempted to exit her home. As she was leaving she encountered Christine Devaux, who was the girlfriend of her father-in-law. Devaux, a six year medical student from New Zealand was wearing a surgical cap and gloves. Mattson asked Devaux what she was doing in her home, at which time Devaux shot Mattson with a taser. While Mattson was lying on the floor Devaux continued to shock her with the taser. Mattson, fearful for her own life as well as the life of her child, begged Devaux to let her leave. Devaux refused and Mattson was unable to leave until she pushed her way past Devaux and ran to a neighbor’s house for help. 


“This was a terrifying crime that could have had catastrophic consequences.” McCarthy said in reaction to the sentence. “Fortunately, the baby was born safely and is doing well. The defendant has been held accountable for her crime.” 
In making today’s announcement, McCarthy thanked Deputy State’s Attorney John Maloney and Assistant State’s Attorney Amy Bills for their prosecution of the case.  McCarthy also praised the Montgomery County Police Department for the arrest of the defendant and their investigation of the case.
