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MAN SENTENCED TO 30 YEARS FOR EXPLOITATION/NEGLECT OF ELDERLY  

John J. McCarthy, State’s Attorney for Montgomery County, announced that Roger Greenberg, 68, was sentenced to a total of 30 years in prison today (with an additional 10 years suspended) by the Honorable Eric M. Johnson, Circuit Court for Montgomery County, Maryland.  A Montgomery County jury convicted Greenberg of four charges on March 1, following a five-day trial in front of Judge Johnson.  Those charges included Exploitation of a Vulnerable Adult, Misappropriation by a Fiduciary, Theft Scheme Over $500, and Neglect of a Vulnerable Adult in the Second Degree.  In a separate case, on March 2, Greenberg also pleaded guilty to a single count of Illegal Possession of a Registered Firearm.  Judge Johnson sentenced Greenberg on both cases today.

 

The charges arose from the defendant’s financial exploitation and neglect of an elderly woman.  Greenberg gradually ingratiated himself with the victim, isolating her from her family and friends.  He eventually married her and rewrote her will to eliminate her granddaughter as beneficiary.  Meanwhile, he depleted her bank account, let her house fall into squalor, and refused to admit visitors.  He finally moved her to a cheap motel; when concerned neighbors reported her missing, it took police almost a week to locate her.  She was filthy and malnourished, but alive.  Police arrested Greenberg on June 18, 2009.  The Grand Jury indicted him on July 30, 2009.  


In making the announcement, McCarthy thanked Assistant State’s Attorneys Jessica Hall and Amanda Michalski for their prosecution of the case.  He also praised the Montgomery County Police Department for its investigation of the case and arrest of the defendant. 
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
