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MAN SENTENCED TO 12 YEARS FOR VEHICLE MANSLAUGHTER 

John J. McCarthy, State’s Attorney for Montgomery County, announced that Alejandro Roman was sentenced to 12 years of executed incarceration by the Honorable Nelson Rupp, Circuit Court, Montgomery County, Maryland. Roman pled guilty to two counts of Manslaughter by Motor Vehicle on March 31, 2011. At sentencing the State requested the maximum sentence of 20 years of executed incarceration.  The sentencing guidelines recommended 3 months to 8 years of incarceration. 

On October 10, 2010, shortly after 3:00 a.m. Roman was driving northbound on Rockville Pike, when he crossed a flashing yellow light. He struck two pedestrians, Adam Joseph Hosinski and Rory Joseph Weichbrod, both 26, as they crossed Rockville Pike. Mr. Hosinski died at the scene.  Mr. Weichbrod died as he was being rushed to Suburban Hospital. An investigation revealed the defendant was traveling at 76 miles an hour. A blood test taken an hour and a half after the accident showed the defendant having a blood alcohol level of .13. 

“The defendant’s reckless conduct resulted in the death of two young men” McCarthy said “Even after he had struck the two victims, the defendant never called 911 and despite the fact that he had received emergency medical response training, he never attempted to provide assistance. He simply left them to die on the street.”  
In making today’s announcement, McCarthy thanked Assistant State’s Attorneys Bryan Roslund and Steve Chaikin for their prosecution of the case.  McCarthy also praised the Montgomery County Police Department for their investigation of the case.
