Minutes from September 15, 2011 meeting were approved and seconded by Mel Tull.
Call to Order and Introductions:  Julie Statland, Chair called meeting to order at 3:40 p.m.  She announced that the Fenton Street Market owner may apply for a permit thru the new system. Lt. Carter has provided the crime statistics that the Committee asked for.
Police Report:
Lt. Carter reported that a program (cops in shops) is being iniated for Habitual Drunks, were places that sell liquor will be notified of habitual drunks and asked not to sell to them.
He reported that crime is down except for home burglaries which are taking place throughout the county. They are trying to get the judges to give longer sentences. There have been no problems with the opening of the Fillmore.
Storm Water Project:

A watershed restoratation study for Silver Spring is in the concept stage. The watershed is located in Rock Creek and there has been a number of run off and flooding issues. The project will improve water quality, quantity and run off and help prevent storm drainage damage.  The project will encompass about 28 acres which will have curb extensions which will eliminate some parking spaces.
Home Properties Falklands Revisions:

They are planning on building a retail and housing complex on 7 ½ acres on 16th St and NW Hwy.  Which will have townhouses and apartments; the housing will also have some moderate price housing units. It will consist of outdoor space (a park, central plaza and a courtyard). There may my underground parking for the apartments. They would like the committee to vote on this and will e-mail the Committee what they would like for them to vote on.
Urban District Report:

They are monitoring issues of homelessness throughout the CBD.
We are still working with the Fillmore to provide adequate support.

They are getting ready to hire more red shirts to help with the added work load.

The weekender program is going well and it was suggested that they be acknowledged somehow for the work they are doing.

Regional Center Report:

Reemberto reported on a number of events taking place on the plaza and that the Ice Skating ring is now open.  There is a lot more public traffic in the Downtown area. They are working on getting banners for the entrance from the highway to downtown Silver Spring.  The regional center and Urban district are continuing to work with community agencies to enhance the downtown area.
