Motion:
Minutes from October 20, 2011 meeting were approved and seconded by Kay Weston.
Call to Order and Introductions:  Julie Statland, Chair called meeting to order at 3:45 p.m.  They had their retreat and are formalizing priorities for the coming year. She announced that one of the priorities will be to focus on the need for more red shirts.  Also they want to send a letter to the county Executive on the priority issues from the retreat.  They want to invite David Dise to one our meetings so that he can address some of our issues. 
Police Report:
Lt. Carter reported that they are still short 18 officers for Silver Spring. There is a new class ending in a week or two and we may get some of the officers from that class. 8 to 10 bike offices will stay in Silver Spring. They have busted up a prostitution ring on Eastern Ave. that was being run by different groups.

He is not sure when the new 3rd district police station will be built and the station may be moved to White Oak.  The motor units would stay in downtown Silver Spring.
Community Vision Homeless Services:

They provide individualized services to the homeless adults in Montgomery County.

They have one-on one case management, vocational services, GED program, therapeutic programs and workshops and shelters for both woman and men, and outreach programs. They also provide clothing, meals and emergency loans.  They have 16 properties which consist of apartments, condos and homes. They try to place the homeless in permanent appropriate housing. They will mentor them for one year. They have a budget of about 5 million dollars, and they are partners with the Montgomery County Coalition.
There are a number of volunteer opportunities within their organization.
Silver Spring Urban District Report:

The Urban District has supported a number of events, and will be involved in the Capital
 Bike share program. They are continuing to monitor issues of homelessness throughout the CBD.  Ms. Freeman would like to know what the board would like to see in her report. One of the things they would like to see is exactly what work the weekend crew performs.

Regional Center Report:

The economy is putting a damper on a number of things, commerce development etc. There is a lot more public traffic in the Downtown area. There is expected to be at least 5,000 developments in the area, housing, transit center, library etc.   All events are running smoothly.  He will send out a link to everyone in reference to what is taking place in downtown Silver Spring.
