LEGGETT HAILS STATE PASSAGE OF $20 MILLION MATCHING FUND FOR ADDITIONAL
SCHOOL CONSTRUCTION FUNDING

Last year, Leggett joined with County Executives Rushern Baker of Prince George’s County and Kevin Kamenetz of
Baltimore County, as well as with the Montgomery delegation and the Montgomery County Board of Education, in a
campaign to win approval of a new source of school construction revenue from the State to be matched by the counties to
address school construction needs.

Legislation sponsored by Ways and Means Chairman Sheila Hixson (D20- Montgomery County) and Senator Nancy King
(D39- Montgomery County) calls for $20 million more annually in school construction funding to be divided among
counties (1) where student enrollment growth exceeds 150% of the statewide average over the past 5 years; or (2) with
an average of more than 300 relocatable classrooms over the past 5 years.

The House Appropriations Committee will include $20 million for the fiscal year that begins July 1, 2015 as part of the
State Capital Budget bill, also passed today. The Senate Budget and Taxation Committee is also expected to pass the
legislation today.
