The Planning Board wants to hear the public’s opinions about a plan that would bring rapid transit to the county. The draft
Countywide Transit Corridors Plan recommends a system with high-quality buses serving the county’s most congested
areas ---- inside-the-Beltway communities, suburban activity centers and highly traveled commuter corridors. The draft
plan recommends 10 transit corridors spanning 79 miles.

The Planning Board will begin a detailed review of the plan in the weeks following the public hearing, before revising and
finalizing a new version for transmittal to the County Council in the summer.
