Tal es el caso de un sobrino, a quien en su escuela le
pegaban y pellizcaban en lugares del cuerpo no visibles para que su mama no se diera cuenta, los
abusadores le decian que si le contaba a su mama le iba a ir peor por lo que callé mucho tiempo. Sumama
se dio cuenta porque el nifio ya no quiso que su mama lo viera en ropa interior y aunque este caso fue
reportado ante las autoridades competentes, las consecuencias emocionales que ha dejado en el nifio
han sido fuertes. Creo que urge la existencia de programas variados que ofrezcan a los jovenes, sobre
todo a esos muchachos que pasan el dia sin supervisidn, opciones de sana recreacién y formacion en algin
oficio. Esos programas deben incluir de alguna forma a los padres, ofrecer talleres de crianza, de
reunificacién porque no podemos dejarle toda la responsabilidad al condado y las escuelas y entendemos
gue muchos de los problemas de violencia empiezan en casa. Hay que buscar la forma de educar tanto a
los niflos como a los padres y prevenir este tipo de situaciones, cada vez mds comunes, creando soluciones
gue involucren escuelas, padres, estudiantes y comunidad.

Topic: Prevention of Violence in High School

Good afternoon to all, | appreciate the opportunity to be here testifying before you, to call for the
strengthening of resources and programs dedicated to preventing violence in high schools.

I am a county resident and mother of a high school student and through close people, my family, and my
community | have had the opportunity to know situations of school violence that affect the socio-
emotional development of children. Such is the case of a nephew, who in his school was beaten and
pinched in places of the body not visible so that his mother did not notice. The abusers told him that if he
told his mother, it would get worse, so he remained silent for a long time. His mother noticed because the
boy no longer wanted his mother to see him in his underwear and although this case was reported to the
appropriate authorities, the negative emotional consequences for this child have been serious. There is
an urgent need for a variety of programs to offer young people, especially those who spend the day
without supervision, options for healthy recreation and workforce training. Those programs must
somehow include parents, offer parenting workshops, reunification workshops because we cannot leave
all responsibility to the county, and we understand that many issues of violence begin at home. Ways
must be found to educate both children and parents and to prevent these increasing common situations
by creating solutions involving schools, parents, students, and the community. Thank you.
