There are 
organizations that offer such services, but the demand is very high, and only a few people are able 
to get an appointment because resources are limited to help so many clients. 

My testimony in front of the Montgomery County Council is to allocate more funds from the budget 
to the organization CASA because they provide legal immigration assistance. Now with the new 
federal administration, the demand of people seeking legal services has increased. As immigrants 
we bring wonderful things to our County such culture, we pay taxes, we are a big labor force and we 
want to continue living in this county free, protected and safe. We don’t want any more families that 
are separated by deportations or people going back to their countries where they are not safe.  More 
funds for the organization CASA will help to offer more assistance to families that need legal 
assistance.
