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Dan presented information about late-night parking and transit service in Montgomery County. We looked at the availability and cost of public parking in each of the 5 focus areas, along with the extent of transit service, specifically the 38 late-night bus routes serving the focus areas. We found that Silver Spring has by far the most parking and the most transit service, including bus connections to Prince George’s County and the District.
We agreed that it’s important to highlight what parking options are available in each focus area, especially in areas like Bethesda where visitors may not know about some garages. We also discussed the need for more circulator-type services in each focus area, using the Bethesda Circulator as an example, which could allow visitors to park further away and take a bus in.
Kristina presented information about taxicab service in Montgomery County, including the fare structure and location of taxi stands throughout the county. We discussed the rules that cab drivers must follow about picking up fares and talked about ways to improve access to taxicabs and visibility of the service. We also discussed programs to prevent impaired driving, with Miti bringing up some examples she researched. 
One of our conclusions was that we may need to have specific transportation recommendations for Germantown. Unlike the other 4 focus areas, it doesn’t have a parking lot district, isn’t served by Metro, and has fewer transit connections to other parts of the county. It may be that the nighttime economy in Germantown is for a local audience that isn’t traveling as far and is more likely to come by car, which presents its own challenges. 
We had significant discussion around our next meeting, particularly future speakers and how they relate to our goals. We decided to research 3 potential speakers for our next meeting: 1. WRAP, Washington Region Alcohol Program, 2. PLD representative and 3. DOT representative. Two of those speakers, Tammy Wan from WRAP and Rick Siebert, Division of Parking Management are confirmed for our Tuesday, June 25 committee meeting.   
Also, Kristina was asked to provide sample data on dispatch trips during peak evening hours so we can get a feel for current taxi activities in our key areas.
