On May 11, the Council is scheduled to act on the County Executive’s recommended
Community (discretionary) Grants, and the Council President’s recommendations
regarding Council Grants. The Executive’s recommended Community Grants are
listed on ©1-2. The Staff List of recommended grants is listed on ©16-17. The
Council President’s List of recommended Council Grants will be distributed when it
is received via an Addendum to this packet.

Background

On October 14, 2008, the Montgomery County Council adopted Resolution #16-
734 which established an application and review process for funding requests from non-
profit agencies for FY2010.

In addition, for FY 10 the Council indicated that it “is particularly interested in
proposals that provide emergency and other assistance to the neediest members of our
community.” The FY10 Council Grant Application and supporting materials noted this
Council priority for FY10.



On February 10, 2009, as part of the Council’s actions on Spending Affordability
Guidelines for the FY10 Operating Budget, the Council set an overall target spending
allocation for Council grants of $2.5 million and another $2.5 million for Executive-
recommended Community Grants.

The County Executive’s recommended FY192 Operating budget included a total of
$2,486,850 million for his recommended Community Grants.

The Executive did not reserve any funding for Council Grants in his
recommended budget.

Part L. Proposed Reporting Requirements for Approved Grants

As an overall requirement for approved Community Grants, Council staff
recommends that the Council continue to require applicants who are awarded
funding either through County-Executive recommended Community (discretionary)
Grants or Council grants to provide twice yearly one-page reports on the results
achieved with the funding. The Council instituted this requirement beginning in FY08.
The Grants Advisory Group was able to use these ‘Outcomes’ reports in their review of
FY10 proposals and found the reports very useful in their evaluations. Staff’s proposed
language for the FY10 Appropriations Resolution (based on FY09 language) is:

“As a condition of spending any funds appropriated in this resolution, each non-
competitive contract awarded as a Community Grant that was recommended by the
County Executive or a Council Grant must require each recipient to submit a one-page
report by February 1, 2010 and July 30, 2010 to the Office of Management and Budget
and the contracting department describing the results achieved with the funds awarded.
The Office of Management and Budget must submit all reports to the Council by
February 16, 2010 and August 23, 2010, respectively.”

Part II. Summary Information and Comparison of Past Council Funding

For FY10, the Grants Advisory Group reviewed a total of 197 applications
from 148 different organizations totaling $10,724,517.

By comparison the FY09 Grants Advisory Group reviewed a total of 186
applications from 132 different organizations totaling $11,722,617.



This amount excludes grants sent to the Arts and Humanities Council and a
limited number of grants reviewed by Council Committees. A complete list of all grants
received by the Council as well as the Community Grants recommended by the Executive
is contained on © 3-15.

Summary Information:

e The largest number of grant requests (46) and largest dollar amount
(82,622,553) are in the Basic Needs/Emergency Services/Housing/Legal
program area. The number of requests in this area for FY10 is more than
twice the number received in FY(09 and more than two and a half times the
dollar amount requested in FY09.

e For FY10, the second largest program request area is Youth Development.
There are 42 requests totaling $1,838,151. In FYO09 this area received the
largest number of requests.

Comparison of Past Council Funding

Table 1 below summarizes the funding amounts for community grants
recommended and approved in FY08 and FY09, the budgets approved by this Council.
The table below only includes discretionary grants and excludes grants approved via
competitive processes (e.g. Community Empowerment Grants, Community Service
Grants, CDBG grants, Emergency Shelter Grants). Additionally, these amounts do not

include Arts and Humanities Grants or Community Grants in the Cost Sharing CIP
project.

Part I11. County-Executive-recommended Community Grants

The County Executive has recommended a total of 57 discretionary Community
Grants in the Community Grants Non-Departmental Account, for a total amount of
$2.,486,850. That amount is somewhat understated as the Executive has recommended
moving an additional $866,540 in nonccmpetitive contracts for 12 organizations into base
budgets of departments (primarily Dept. of Health and Huixian Services). These
noncompetitive contracts were previously funded as Community Grants. In addition, he
recommends another four community grants totaling $400,000 that are capital grant
requests to match State Bond Bill/Capital funding. The Health and Human Services
Committee reviewed these capital grant requests and the Committee’s recommendations
are in separate Agenda Packets today.

See © 1-2 for a listing of all of the County Execurive-recommended Community
Grants in the Community Grants Non-Departmental Account. As directed by the
Council, the Grants Advisory Group reviewed and provided a one-page evaluation of all
of these grant requests.

There is one technical adjustment for one of the Executive’s recommended
Community Grants, for operation of the Korean Community Service Center’s health
clinic ($30,000). The proposed budget for the Department of Health and Human Services
already includes $25,000 for this organization’s clinic services as part of the overall
Montgomery Cares program, where it has been funded in prior years. Staff (and
Executive branch staff) recommends transferring the remaining recommended grant

Grants NDA.

Council Action on remaining County-Executive recommended grants: In
prior years, the Council has approved the County Executive-recommended
Community Grants as a group.

The summary spreadsheet notes Committee
recommendations. Due to the timing of preparation of this packet, it does not include
Council action on most of these grants.

Additional information on Council Grants and development of staff’s
recommendations is provided below.

Beginning on ©3 is a listing of all the grant requests received by the County
Council. The dollar amount shown is the amount of the grant request, or, where a request
is in italics or bold, the dollar amount shown is the amount of the remaining request after
the County Executive’s recommendations. For example, if a grant request is listed in
bold, the County Executive has recommended full funding of the grant and so the
‘unfunded’ amount is zero. )

© 16-17 provides the Staff List of 29 ‘most highly recommended’ grants
totaling $1,175,130. Staff would like to emphasize that the Council received many,
many strong proposals that meet important community needs, leverage other
resources, and demonstrate results. Development of a limited number of
recommendations for the Staff List was very difficult due to the number of excellent
proposals. The “most highly reccommended” grants demonstrate high public need,
leverage significant volunteer or other financial resources, and demonstrate results,
or, if a new project, provide evidence of best practices.

Staff developed this list in consultation with the Grants Advisory Group and
within two parameters set by staff: 1) use of categories/ program areas, in particular
those relating to Council grant priorities for FY10 and 2) an overall funding amount
approximately one-half of the target set by the Council for Council grants.

Applications were grouped within categories (Large Capital: $50,000 or greater;
Small Capital: less than $50,000; operating support for organizations incorporated prior
to/in or after year 2000) and by program area:

e Basic needs/Emergency services/ Housing-related services/ Legal
services;

Community Development and Economic Development;

Health and Behavioral Health;

Services to Children and Families;

Services to Older Adults and People with Disabilities;

Youth Development

The Staff List provides recommended grants in each of the category and program areas
listed above. The majority of the recommended grants on the Staff List are in the
Basic Needs... program area, consistent with the Council priorities for FY10. Each
of the other program areas listed above also included grant applications providing safety
net direct services and so the Staff List provides a limited number of recommendations
from each of the program areas outlined above.

To keep within the staff-established funding limit of approximately $1.2 million,
in a few instances (primarily larger funding requests) staff recommended a lesser amount



than the grant application requests. Also, one grant request highly recommended by a
Grants Advisory Group team, from Silver Spring Interfaith Housing for small capital
improvements at one of their homes, is currently under review by DHCA and may be
able to be funded through Housing Initiative or other housing funds. It is not included on
the Staff List.

Staff consulted with the Grants Advisory Group and asked each of the Grants
Advisory Group teams reviewing applications (each team reviewed similar applications)
to identify a very limited number of grant applications as most highly recommended
based on the Council’s criteria (cost benefit; public benefit; strength of organization;
strength of proposal). The staff list is based on their recommendations.
