On June 23, 2009 the Council received a request from Chief Administrative
Officer Timothy Firestine asking the Council to amend Section G of Resolution No.16-
970 for the FY 10 Designation of Entities for Non—Competitive Contract Award Status
(©1-4). An amendment to a resolution can be introduced and acted upon in the
same Council session and does not require the Council to waive its rules of
procedure.
