This authorization includes all necessary planning, design, site improvements, furniture, fixtures, equipment, and structures.  The County Executive must select a name for new Fire Station 18 that reflects the history and legacy of the Kensington Volunteer Fire Department in the Glenmont community.  The Fire Chief, after consulting the Kensington Volunteer Fire Department, must develop a plan for the potential reintroduction of volunteer firefighters into new Fire Station 18.
