Reports:
Police Briefing & Crime Report

Officer Christina Splaine, Montgomery County Police 3rd Precinct
· An arrest has been made in a bike theft that occurred on Gist Ave.

· Officer Splaine reported that thefts from automobiles within the CBD continues to be an issue.

· No arrests have been made in the strong-arm robbery that occurred at Alexander House.

· An armed robbery occurred at the Silver Spring Metro Station, also with no arrests.

Administrative Committee Issues
Don Hague, Committee Chair
· The committee discussed issues for eventual correspondence to the County Council regarding the Capital Improvements Program and various tax break issues affecting revenue in the Central Business District.

Newell St. Properties
Harvey Maisel, Maisel Development Co.

· Mr. Maisel discussed plans for the redevelopment of the 8001 Newell St. self-storage building property located at Newell St. and Eastern Ave.
· Mr. Maisel reported that his office is currently working to pursue a zoning text amendment for the south Silver Spring area as well as a potential minor Master Plan Amendment. These amendments would need to be approved and applied before construction begins.
· The committee unanimously voted to write a letter to Councilmember Tom Hucker expressing their support for the south Silver Spring zoning text amendment.
Bicycle & Pedestrian Priority Areas

Aruna Miller, MCG Department of Transportation

· Ms. Aruna Miller and other DOT staff presented an overview of the 28 County locations selected for various bicycle and pedestrian improvements. Goals including improving sidewalks, crossing signals and street markings.

· Silver Spring was selected as the top priority area from a selection of other County locations, including Glenmont, Grosvenor and the Wheaton Central Business District.
· The Department of Transportation estimates there will be $850,000 - $1,000,000 dedicated to the improvements slated for the Silver Spring area within this budget year.

· Some of the specific areas within Silver Spring to receive improvements include:

· Intersection of Fenwick Ln. and Georgia Ave. – new crosswalk

· Spring St. between 2nd Ave. and Wayne Ave. – painted bike lanes

Silver Spring Urban District Report
Richard Bingham, Chief of Operations, Silver Spring Urban District
· Mr. Bingham reported that an ongoing workplace harassment case has been concluded.
· A memorial service for Ms. Maryam Abdullah will be held at the Urban District on July 15th.

· Due to recent staffing changes, the Urban District has an additional two vacancies for Public Service Aides.

· Program Specialist II interviews were recently conducted and a contingent offer will be made to the successful candidate.

Regional Area Director’s Report
Reemberto Rodriguez, Director, Silver Spring Regional Center
· Mr. Rodriguez reported that the department will need to present a savings plan of 2%-4% to the County Council and will no longer receive an additional $150,000 bonus to the Urban District’s budget.
